CATALOG DESCRIPTION:
     Directed Teaching in the Elementary School, the Secondary School, or in Special Subject Areas (Art, Health and Physical Education and Music). (Twelve hours).  The student is assigned to a supervising teacher in a local school for thirteen weeks. Attendance at scheduled seminars on the STAI and other selected topics is required.  

COURSE DESCRIPTION AND RATIONALE:

Student Teaching is the course offered by William Carey

College to seniors majoring in education in which they work in cooperating schools, engaging in actual teaching activities under the supervision of regular classroom teachers.  The student assumes increasing responsibility for planning lessons to be taught, directing the learning experiences of the class and evaluating their progress, under the supervision of the supervising teacher, the principal, and the college student teaching personnel. 

     The purpose of student teaching is to offer the student the opportunity to apply the educational theory, knowledge and skills acquired in the preservice education classes to actual classroom situations.  Student Teaching is based on the premise that one learns by doing and that a gradual induction into the full responsibilities of the classroom will be the best training and assurance for success when the student teacher takes full responsibility. The experience provides an opportunity for the student teacher to develop the competencies necessary for being a successful beginning teacher.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS:


1.
EVALUATION - The college supervisor is responsible for the final grade of the quality of work done in student teaching.  The supervising teacher will complete three evaluation instruments and these points will be added to the student’s grade. Points for final grades are outlined in the Student Teaching Handbook.


2.
Seminars will be held on announced dates at 4:30 in Fairchild Hall. Attendance is required.


3.
Each week the student teacher will write reflectively in a journal about the teaching experiences of that week.


4.
All absences must be excused by the principal and reported to the teacher and the college supervisor.  


5.
Daily lesson plans will be prepared for each class taught.  A copy of the plans will be submitted to the supervising teacher and a copy placed in the teaching notebook. (Follow MS Frameworks).


6.
An interview portfolio will be prepared according to the instructions given in the Handbook.

7.
At least two bulletin boards or class displays will be pointed out to the college supervisor. 


8.
The student teacher is to sit in on one teacher-parent conference (if possible)and have other contacts with the parents.

9.
A minimum of four visits will be made by the college supervisor.  Teachers will be invited to a training meeting at the college.  During the first visit the college supervisor will briefly discuss the experience with the supervising teacher and the student teacher.  During the second visit the college supervisor will observe the student teacher teaching a lesson and during the third visit the student teacher will be rated on the STAI by the college supervisor.   
The student may set up the dates for the observations. During the last visit the supervisor will pick up the final evaluations from the teacher and discuss any concerns presented by the supervising teacher or the student teacher.     


10.  Each student teacher will write a ten day unit using the STAI indicators as a guide.  (Those having two experiences may choose to write two five day units.)  The student teachers should use the resources available at the school where they are assigned and/or the resources at WCC. The student is to use word processing to write the unit. 


11.   The student teacher will read and respond to the assigned chapters in The First Days of School by Harry and Rosemary Wong.  The responses should be at least one page of a journal entry, graphic organizer, outline or summary.  These will be shared at the seminars.
