     The article refers to the fact that the use of computers in the workplace is rapidly expanding but teachers and students should not fear being passed over for jobs because they lack computer expertise.  This article goes on to elaborate that most workers learn what they need to know about computers on the job and do not require extensive training in computer courses.  By the year 1995, only 1% of all jobs in the U.S. will require technical expertise in computers and this will include computer science teaching, computer engineering, and design programming systems analysis, and computer maintenance.

     It seems strange that at a time when schools are struggling to get more money for computers and encouraging teachers to update or even learn computer literacy, we as educators are having a prominent educational journal suggest that learning how to use computers is unnecessary unless we wish to make computer programming a discipline like any foreign language.  I believe the content of this article will be of very little solace to the teachers out in the field who are having to learn how to operate computers which school boards are placing in their rooms and then asking teachers to make full use of them.  This writer again feels the dilemma educators are continually facing, “Are we educating for the workforce or for lifelong learning?”
