Catalog Description:  The nature of certain physical and mental handicaps and methods for working with handicapped students in a physical education program.

Nature of Course Content:  This course is designed to provide useful information and techniques related to selected disabling conditions and limitations.  Students will focus on planning and implementing programs and activities in physical education for handicapped students.

5.0 develop a deeper appreciation of the role physical activity plays

in the development of the total individual. (NASPE #8; ACEI #5.2; CEC #9; INTASC #9)
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Course Requirements
1.0     Reading assignments will be given from the textbook and 

          from journals and other publications.

2.0 Two examinations will be given on course material.

3.0 Each student will plan and implement the teaching of a

physical activity for a student with a selected handicapping

condition.

4.0 Each student will research, write, and submit a topic

paper addressing a handicapping or challenging condition.

Course Schedule
Weeks 1-3 will be devoted to classroom lecture on identifiable characteristics and prevalence of handicapping and challenging conditions and on the general nature of adaptive methods and strategies in physical education. Some of that time will be in reading and research.

Weeks 4-10 will be spent in the practical application of the lecture material presented and information gleaned from reading and research. 

Teaching Methods
The teaching methods used to accomplish the goals and objective of this course will include lecture, demonstrative, evaluation of teaching presentations, and reading/research.
